Epistle                                                                                                  Hebrews 2:9-18 (excerpts)

    In bringing many sons [and daughters] to glory, it was fitting that God... should make the 
pioneer of their salvation perfect through what he suffered. Both the one who makes people holy 
and those who are made holy are of the same family. So Jesus is not ashamed to call them 
brothers [and sisters.] 
    Since the children have flesh and blood, he too shared in their humanity.... For surely it is not 
angels he helps, but Abraham’s descendants. For this reason he had to be made like them, fully 
human in every way, in order that he might become a merciful and faithful high priest in service 
to God, and that he might make atonement for the sins of the people. Because he himself 
suffered when he was tempted, he is able to help those who are being tempted.
